The City of Lisburn is located within the Dublin to Belfast development corridor
and benefits from excellent levels of accessibility given its location on three
Junctions of the M1 motorway J6, J7 and J9, and the Sprucefield interchange
off the A1 Newry/Dublin dual carriageway. The location also benefits from its
proximity to two airports, Belfast City and International.

Lisburn City is located within the newly formed ‘super council’ of Lisburn &
Castlereagh following the Local Government reorganization of the former 26
District Councils in 2015.

The subject property is located opposite the highly successful Lissue Industrial
Estate, on the Moira Road approximately 2 miles from Lisburn City Centre and
3 miles from the M1 motorway at J6. J6 of the M1 motorway links Lisburn with
Belfast approx. 8 miles to the east. The Moira Road is also a major arterial
route into Lisburn from Craigavon, Portadown and areas to the west via
Junction 9 of the M1 motorway; 5 miles to the west of the Property. Areas to
the South are accessed via J7 of the M1 and the Al and areas to the north via
the A26. Occupiers within the vicinity include Coca Cola, Warmflow, Tata Steel,
Edina Generators and Micon Distribution.

The estimated population of Lisburn & Castlereagh was 140,000 in 2015 and
the district contains approx. 55,000 households. Employment in the area is
dominated by the services industry, followed by manufacturing and
construction.

The Property comprises a rectangular shaped and predominantly level
industrial site at an elevation of 31m AOD, some 3-4m above the level of the
River Lagan. The site is accessed off the A3 Moira Road. To the North the
Property is bounded by the Moira Road beyond which are the Lissue and
Knockmore Industrial estates. Immediately to the south is the River Lagan
running in an East West direction, beyond which lies open agricultural land. To
the East are commercial premises and open agricultural land. Immediately to
the West is a brownfield site, beyond which are a number of residential and
commercial premises, adjacent to the Halftown Road junction.

The Property comprises two distinct parcels of land:
Brownfield: 2.1Ha 5.19 Acres

Open Grassland: 2.0Ha 4.94 Acres

A Location Plan, Site Plan and aerial photograph of the Property are attached
to these sale particulars.

The Property is currently let under a rolling three month License agreement for
the use of HGV trailer park from the 1t July 2016. However vacant possession
can be provided on completion.

Operating since the 1950's the Property was previously an animal rendering
facility. However operations ceased in 2010 and all buildings plant and
equipment were demolished/removed in 2012.

Rendering operations were undertaken pursuant to an Integrated Pollution
Control Permit issued in February 2006. This Permit was surrendered to the
Northern Ireland Environment Agency in 2015.

The former industrial land is entered onto the Valuation List with a Ratable
Value of £11,500.

Tenderers are required to make their own enquires/inspections.
The Development Plan policies for the site are contained within the Belfast
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Metropolitan Area Plan (BMAP 2015). However, following local government
reorganization Lisburn & Castlereagh Council are in the process of developing
a Local Development Plan setting out development plan policies until 2030.
This plan making process is at an early stage with formal adoption planned for
2020. The BMAP Policy LC14 designates the Lissue Industrial Estate as a
Major Area of Existing Employment where further industrial employment uses
will be promoted. The Property lies opposite the Lissue Industrial Estate.

The Property benefits from conditional planning permission for an 80,000 tonne
Energy from Waste Facility based on gasification technology. The planning
permission area extends to approx. 5.19 acres (2.1Ha), the brownfield parcel of
the Property. The Permission was granted by the Minister of the Environment
on the 26" November 2013 under reference S/2010/0041/F. This permission
approves the acceptance of Municipal Solid Waste, Commercial and Industrial
Waste and Construction and Demolition Waste.

The Permission approves a main Energy Recovery Building at 22.5m in height
and an emissions stack at 52m in height, as well as associated buildings and
equipment, landscape planting, an internal access and alterations to the
existing access from the Moira Road.

The vendor, subject to an appropriate agreement, will make part of the
Vendor's retained adjacent land available as a construction compound.

Notes:

The Northern Ireland Environment Agency reported that Councils in Northern Ireland collected approx. 263,000
tonnes of municipal waste between April 2016 and June 2016 — an annual equivalent of in excess of 1 million
tonnes with municipal waste accounting for approx. 88%. In 2016 of the waste collected by councils in Northern
Ireland 37% was landfilled, with Lisburn & Castlereagh sending the most to landfill of all the Councils. The reuse
recycling and composting rate for Northern Ireland was 46%. 16% of LAC waste was sent to thermal treatment
with the highest rate in Newry Mourne and Down and the lowest in Lisburn & Castlereagh. Northern Irelands
2020 target recycling rate is 60%.

Data for Industrial and Commercial waste is not readily available. The most recent research data for Northern
Ireland 2009, indicates that the region generates approx. 1.3 Million tonnes of Industrial and Commercial waste.

For municipal waste management purposes Northern Ireland has been divided into three separate waste
management groups: - ARC21, South West Waste Management Group (SWAMP) and The North West Waste
Management Group (NWWMG). The Status of the NWWMG and SWAMP is not known. 211 Moira Road is
located within the ARC21 group but close to the boundary with the SWAMP group. Lisburn & Castlereagh Council
is part of the ARC21 waste management group.

The Strategic Energy Framework for Northern Ireland (SEFNI) establishes a renewable energy target of 40% by
2020. The SEFNI also establishes a target of achieving 10% of Renewable Heat by 2020 and is supported by a
renewable Heat Map.
